Chuck to see if he would be interested in the car. Chuck and his son Mark, flew to Colorado Springs to see the car.
They rented a truck to haul the car back to Tulsa.

Marshall Sprague was the first and only owner of the 1931 Model A. In the book, Sometimes I'm Happy, A Writer’s
Memoir by Marshall Sprague, Marshall describes purchasing the Model A with a $700 graduation gift from his mother.
Marshall named the car “Calliope”, because of the noise it made while accelerating. It was renamed to “Cloppy”
when Marshall’s children couldn’t pronounce “Calliope.” The book describes many happy times that Marshall had
with Cloppy.

Chuck sought help from JD Hanks in Ponca City to restore the car. The motor was refurbished by Ron Kelley in
Royse, Texas. It took two years to complete the restoration. A year later an electronic ignition was installed. Cloppy
has been converted to a 12-volt electrical system, added improved shock absorbers, and recently added air
conditioning. You can now see Chuck driving Cloppy around Tulsa in the heat of summer. Chuck has a lot of history
about Cloppy and would be happy to share his information.

Vehicle License Plate” will be available for cars
45 years old and older and it will be a one-time
purchase for as long as you own the car — no
annual renewal and no annual cost.

William Bushnell Stout was a motor car and
aviation engineer (and Journalist). William
was the chief engineer and designer of the
all metal Stout 3-AT trimotor airplane
which was re-designed to become the Ford Tri

Motor airplane.

Stout created a futuristic car design that has
been dubbed the first “minivan”. The Stout

Scarab was a concept car with many innovative

futuristic design characteristics.  The first
drivable prototype was completed in 1932. The
scarab consisted of unibody construction with
the aluminum body and part steel frame as a
single unit. The light weight Scarab weighed
about 3000 Ibs. Production cars of this time
were constructed with a separate chassis and
body. The Scarab placed a Ford built V8
engine in the rear of the car. This placement
allowed the driver to be positioned forward
almost directly over the front wheels, and left a
large passenger compartment. The lack of
running boards allowed the interior of the car
to be large. The rear mounted engine
eliminated the drive shaft tunnel and gave the
interior a large flat floor.

The interior was envisioned as a mobile office
complete with a table and seats that rotated 180
degrees. Most automobiles of the time were
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N , First MiniVVan “Stout Scarab”

built with rigid axels with leaf springs, but the
Scarab featured independent suspension using
coil springs on all four corners. The coil
suspension and “oil shock absorbers” allowed
the Scarab to be a smooth riding car on rough
roads. The Ford flathead V8 connected to the
rear wheels via a custom Stout three-speed
transmission mounted transaxle. The engine
was mounted with the clutch and flywheel
facing forward. This configuration would be
later repeated by the Lamborghini Countach.

The Scarab innovations came at a high cost
$5,000 per car, when the luxurious and modern
Chrysler Imperial Airflow cost just $1,345.
The body was later changed back to steel to
reduce costs. There were approximately nine

hand-built Scarabs, including a new prototype
in 1946 called the Stout Scarab Experimental.
The experimental featured a wraparound
windshield and the world’s first fiberglass
body. It also featured the world’s first
functional air suspension developed by
Firestone in 1933. The experimental was never
produced.

The Jefferson Highway was one of the earliest automotive highways to be completed in the United
States. It was formed in 1915 and the route went from Winnipeg, Canada to New Orleans, Louisiana over
2,300 miles and through seven states. Because it ranged over many variations of climate and scenery,
the highway was promoted as the “Pine to Palm Highway” and the *Vacation Route of America”

Like many other named highways, the Jefferson Highway no longer had a recognized standing after

the late 1920’s, when numbers replaced names in a new system of federal highways. Evidence of the
historic route slowly started to fade over the years. The highway though was not forgotten by all, and
enthusiasts have now reformed the historic Jefferson Highway Association. This organization is excited
that Pittsburg will be the site of the 2022 annual conference and this special parade will be an important
part of conference activities and community outreach for education and preservation of the historic
route.

“Parade of Cars” is open to early vintage and dassic automobiles up through 1980 whose passengers
will travel a small portion of the original Jefferson Highway path.

Line-up and staging start in the west parking lot of the Meadowbrook Mall, 202 Centennial Drive, near
the La Quinta Inn & Suites from 9:00 AM to 10:30 AM, with oldest vehicles arranged first. Trailer parking
space available.

Beginning promptly at 11:00 AM, our journey includes a police-escorted parade up Broadway Street
through Pittsburg’s Downtown District and through Lincoln Park. From there, participants can
continue north along US-69 Highway to the Franklin and Arma areas - all part of the original Jefferson
Highway route.

After a brief pause along the City Park in Arma, we'll adjourn to the Crawford County Historical
Museum for an afternoon of special Jefferson Highway Day events. Located on the outer road (651 S.
Highway 69), adjacent to US-69 Pittsburg Bypass, the museum’s activities will be free and open to the
public. Food vendors on-site, or you may visit one of the many local eateries.

» 1:00 PM - Historic Cars Viewing — Have your photo taken sitting in a historic Model T Ford or
take a short ride in a restored Model T Ford. In addition, the Rollin’Nostalgia Car Club will hosta
“Cruise-n” for local enthusiasts.
